e These festivals are designed for full or partial handbell choirs and/or individual adult ringers. Intergenerational choirs of
adults and youth are welcome if the majority of those in attendance are adult ringers.

e Choirs must learn the festival music prior to coming.

Registration
e Registrations may not be postmarked prior to October 1, 2009, and will be processed in order according to the postmark.

e  Application forms will be accepted until the maximum per site or registration deadlines are reached. Applicants will then
be placed on a waiting list and will be notified if and when space becomes available.

o Individual ringers may register to ring with registered choirs on a space available basis.

He has chaired the
North Carolina United Methodist Handbell Festival for many years and served on the Area III board of directors for
six years prior to his election as Chair. He has taught many handbell classes and seminars as well as serving as guest
conductor for festivals. Mark is a member of the American Guild of Organists and is dean of its Cape Fear Chapter.
He is a member of the American Choral Directors Association, the American Guild of English Handbell Ringers, the Choristers
Guild, the Fellowship of United Methodists in Music and Worship Arts, and the Presbyterian Association of Musicians.
