There are many techniques for English handbells that are unique to our art form. The challenge is to use those
techniques to enhance the musicality of the pieces we ring. Bring your gloves with you, so that we can work

on techniques used in our repertoire to make a joyful and musical sound.

E215AM Pattern Sequencing: you CAN get all your notes! Charm Peterman
This class is an exploration into brain functioning and how easy it is for you to suddenly be ringing a note that
would be right anywhere other than where you rang it! Muscles are excellent at repeating patterns, regardless of
whatever rhythm you have in your music. Come try your hand at being duped by your own muscles and be
victorious! You will discover the cues and learn how to resolve the conflict between your brain and muscles to

increase your accuracy and musicianship! Bring gloves and festival music.

Who needs homework? Not me, unless there is a tangible benefit. Sight-reading is fun - once - then we just
keep repeating notes until the music is boring. Bring your festival music notebook, and learn how to identify
patterns and other clues that help you understand the whole piece and even begin to memorize it. Ringers and
directors alike might even explore some composition techniques.

IA207AM  Repertoire: Ensemble Ringing Paul McKlveen

Explore some of the various handbell works that are written for one through six ringers. Bring your notebooks
and gloves.

AFTERNOON CLASSES

D210PM Did My Hands Say That? Ann Y. Schmidt
Conducting a handbell choir is lots of fun, but the results can be less than wonderful if we are not
communicating clearly what our expectations are of our ringers. Since most of our ringers are not professional
musicians, basic conducting patterns work best. Bring your sense of adventure and your questions with you.

E205PM Do You Hear What I Hear? David Tiller
Youbve studied your score, youbve marked your
do you hear how your bells sound with the ensemble? Sometimes we are so involved with our own part that we
forget there are other ringers playing with us. Can you recognize the wrong note in a chord? Can you tell if a
lyrical passage is evenly spaced? Do your dynamics match the accompaniment or the melody? Learn and share
some listening exercises that will improve your contribution to the entire choir and the musicality of any piece.

IA206PM  Ensemble Ringing Donna Ervin
Have you ever had a rehearsal and only half the choir showed? This class will show you how to adapt your
music for a small ensemble so that the bells can still play in church on Sunday. Bring your gloves.

TA209PM  Exploring 4-i-h options Charm Peterman
Intrigued by 4-1-h? This class is not for the novice. The basis for this technique (two bells in one hand ringing
at right angles) has a myriad of variations. Many are familiar with the knock-and-ring method. The class will
be split into work stations, giving you direction to explore other approaches. It is a fast-paced class with duet
ringing examples for those interested in finding the technique that best suits the challenges in the music. Both
consecutive, alternating, and fragmented 4-i-h will be interchanged with musical examples. Come ready to be
challenged! Bring gloves.

This will be a roundtable discussion of how to raise funds for your handbell program to pay for additional
equipment, music, personnel, and touring. All participants will be encouraged to share what has been successful
for their programs.
